At the next 
membership meeting 
of GSKC [February 
28], one of the items 
of new business will 
be a vote on three 
series of 
amendments to the 
Constitution and 
Bylaws of the Club.  
The Board 
recommends 
adoption of these 
amendments. 
 
The first series of 
amendments involves 
the Constitution, 
Article I, Section 2.  
This amendment 
adds the words 
conformation events 
to the objectives of 
the Club.  This 
addition will affirm the 
Club’s commitment to 
hosting conformation 
dog shows and 
matches. 
 
The second series of 
amendments involves 
the Bylaws.  This 
series of changes is 
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� necessary because 
the Club’s fiscal year 
as specified in the 
Bylaws in not 
consistent with the 
fiscal year recorded in 
the Charter of Greater 
Shelby Kennel Club, 
Inc., filed with the 
Secretary of State of 
Tennessee to 
incorporate the Club 
as a non-profit 
corporation.  The 
Club will be filing 990 
forms with the IRS for 
the first time this year.  
Without this series of 
amendments, these 
forms will be 
consistent with the 
Charter and not the 
Bylaws.  The Club 
must also file a 1023 
form with the IRS in 
order to obtain tax-
exempt status; this 
form must be 
accompanied by the 
Bylaws and Charter.  
It would be preferable 
to have all of the 
documents consistent 

with respect to the 
Club’s fiscal year. 
 
The third series of 
amendments also 
involves the Bylaws.  
This series of 
changes will improve 
the stability of the 
Club’s leadership.  In 
2000, the 
membership voted to 
remove the term 
limits for Officers.  
However, a similar 
amendment for 
removal of term limits 
for Directors was not 
adopted.  In recent 
years the Board has 
undertaken major 
initiatives to provide 
for the future financial 
stability of the Club.

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For these initiatives to continue, the Board recommends (1) removing the term limits for Directors, (2) 
extending the terms of Officers and Directors from one to two years, and (3) adopting a staggered 
election, such that Officers are elected in odd years and Directors are elected in even years.  Finally, 
if an Officer or Director is elected by the Board to fill an unexpired term of more than one year, the 
name of that individual will be placed on the ballot for a vote by the membership with respect to that 
unexpired term at the next annual meeting.
