Dear GSKC Members, 
  
Thank you for inviting me to speak at the May meeting. I enjoyed it. When I was driving home, I reflected on the 
presentation and had these additional thoughts. 
  
The cycles of exposure (where the dog is repeatedly asked to relax while the trigger is presented in increasingly larger 
doses) is one of the advanced stages of treatment. First you must establish a clear communication and motivation system. 
Next, the dog must be taught how to relax on cue, a step that may prove to be difficult. And, as with training, behavior 
modification is a process, not an event.  
  
In summary, the methods that I am so passionate about – do not represent some “elusive secret to instant dog training” that 
we’ve all been led to believe is out there somewhere. It requires more effort from the handler (than more traditional 
methods) and requires a high level of commitment. For more information about Syn Alia Training Systems, please visit 
http://synalia.com .

On another note - Like many of you, I always have the best ideas after the opportunity to share them has passed. So, here 
are my additional thoughts about an interesting case.  
  
 French Bulldog, Judge, not motivated to eat:  
Eating is a natural behavior. Food is a primary reinforce. We don’t have to encourage normal healthy, dogs-in-well-
balanced-environments to eat.  
  
Refusing to eat (to the detriment of one’s health) is a sign of stress, an attention-seeking behavior, a genetic flaw, or a 
medical condition (any signs of food allergies?).   
  
If it were a genetic problem, we’d have noticed it before 9 months. So that leaves us with a stress-related, attention-related 
or medical-related problem (or a combination of any of these).  
  
You’ve ruled out (or are in the process of ruling out) medical conditions and you’re in the process of trying different diets. 
Have you tried the B.A.R.F. diet?   
  
So, we’re either dealing with stress, or attention –seeking behaviors (or both).  
  
What was occurring at 9 months, when you first noticed the behavior? Does this time period coincide with any other 
changes in Judge’s internal or external environment? Think carefully, review the period – I’m guessing herein lies a clue.  
  
Stress or anxiety could be caused by fear, depression, unclear rules, other pets, relocating, methods of communicating, 
house training, schedule changes, methods of motivating, people added or subtracted from the home, et cetera.  
  
Does he have any other behavior problems? Fearful of people, noise shyness, shy in new situations, anxious, reactive? 
How does he react to new situations, changes in schedules, housetraining accidents, trips out-of-town, or new items 
introduced into his environment?  
  
What is his general demeanor? Does he experience mood swings? Less playful – more playful, et cetera? If so, when, 
where?  
  
Keep a log of his feeding and elimination habits. Does he eat well anytime? If so when and where and what and how? Are 
other dogs present or absent when he eats well? Does he ever gulp food, protect or guard food? Does he ever eat non-food 
items? When, where, what? Does he ever exhibit foraging behaviors in the absence of food? Does he seek attention or 
touch? Dos he bark or misbehave for attention? When, where?

What is the consistency of his stools? How often does he defecate? Where does he defecate? Is Judge completely house 
trained? Does he ever defecate or urinate inside, or in his crate? If so, when? Was there anything associated with house 
training that seemed odd to you at the time?  
  
What’s your philosophy for house training?  
  
Are you meeting his physical, social and emotional needs? Does he get one-on-one time with you? How often? What do 
you do with him- how do you play? How do you exercise his mental prowess?  
  
How are you currently communicating with him? How are you motivating Judge? Do your chosen teaching methods involve 
escape/avoidance (verbal and leash corrections) or do you focus primarily on rewarding wanted behaviors? If so, what do 
you use for rewards?  
  
Once you’ve identified the source of his appetite suppression, you can change the behavior by adjusting the internal and 
external environments surrounding the behavior. 
  
The next steps involve the establishment of a mutually clear communication and reward system.  Once that is 
accomplished, you’ll have the tools you need to communicate and motivate.  
  
Is Judge playful and rambunctious? Does he get excited about other activities? I’m hoping yes- so that’s where you’ll focus 
first. Identify the toys, activities, games that he really likes.  
  
What does Judge like? Rough play? chasing squirrels? digging up treasures? car rides? scent games? playing ball? playing 
tug?  
  
Does Judge have any favorite toys? 
  
Cures always involve changes in how people currently interact with their pets- therefore I always tell my clients to be 
prepared to open their minds to new concepts and be prepared to change their behaviors! (smile)  
  
OK, I think you guys get the idea. Just so there’s no misunderstanding, yes, I’d love to know the answers to all the questions 
and assist in helping Judge reach his target weight – but I don’t work for free (smile). I’ll be happy to take this and any other 
cases for my regular fees.  
  
In addition to behavior modification, I teach people how to teach their dogs – anything. I can be very helpful if anyone has a 
particular skill that they would like their dog to perfect, be it a competition behavior, conformation stance, a service task, or a 
goofy trick.  
  
If you have a clear idea of which components of a behavior you wish to increase or decrease, I can 
  
Teach you how to communicate that to your dog 
Teach you how to motivate your dog to want the same thing
